Professional Awards

The nomination form must be accompanied by:
1. One to three letters of recommendation in support of the nominee as a 
Florida DECA award recipient.

2. The paragraph of nomination should include the nominee’s contributions and achievements which have advanced the cause of Florida DECA and Marketing Education.  Attach additional pages as needed.
3. If the nominee is nominated for the Honorary Life Member award, a black and white glossy photograph of the nominee should be submitted with the form.

DEADLINE

This form and all evidence must be submitted at the September Board of Advisors Meeting.  No one will be considered for any award unless all criteria called for in each award is turned in at this time.

Following are descriptions of all the awards.  Please consider the individual objectively in deciding which award to nominate him/her for.

HONOARY LIFE MEMBERSHIP

An Honorary Life Membership may be awarded to Marketing Education personnel who have contributed a minimum of ten years of service and who have aided significantly to the development and/or progress of DECA at the state level; or to individuals other than Marketing Education personnel who have supported DECA at the state level in a significant way for a minimum of ten years and from whom DECA may reasonably expect continued interest in it activities.  A person should not be nominated unless they are towards the end of their career.
An Honorary Life Membership in Florida DECA is the highest award DECA can bestow upon an individual.  Nominees must be recommended by a committee of one to three individuals from the Professional Division with approval from the Board of Advisors, Florida DECA.  Only under unusual circumstances can more than one such award be presented in any one year.

STATE OUTSTANDING SERVICE AWARD

A State Outstanding Service Award may be awarded to Marketing Education personnel who have rendered outstanding work toward DECA at the state level for more than five years.

Nominees must be recommended by a committee of one to three individuals from the Professional Division with approval from the Board of Advisors, Florida DECA.  The maximum number of awards shall not exceed two each year except under unusual circumstances.  No individual shall be eligible to receive the State Outstanding Service Award but once.

AWARD OF MERIT
An Award of Merit may be awarded to Marketing Education personnel, businesspeople, school administrators and other individuals who have contributed significantly to the success of DECA at the state level, or to organizations or companies whose assistance has been notable in any area of the state DECA program.
Nominees must be recommended by a committee of one to three individuals from the Professional Division with approval from the Board of Advisors, Florida DECA.  No more than two such awards may be presented in any one year except under unusual circumstances.  No individual shall be eligible to receive the Award of Merit two years in succession.

EAGLES DARE TO ACHIEVE AWARD

The Eagles Dare to Achieve Award is presented by the Board of Advisors, Florida DECA to a former board member who has, over the years, accepted the challenges and dared to inspire the very best in the people they have served.

Nominees must be recommended by a committee of one to three individuals from the Professional Division with approval from the Board of Advisors, Florida DECA.  No more than two such awards may be presented in one year except under unusual circumstances.  No individual shall be eligible to receive the Eagles Dare to Achieve Award but once.

FLORIDA DECA HALL OF FAME

The Florida DECA Hall of Fame Award may be awarded to past Marketing Education teachers, Marketing Teacher educators, Department of Education personnel and present Marketing Education Teachers who have contributed significantly to the success of Florida DECA at the local and state level.  Candidates must have been teaching for 20 years and have had meritorious service; or if they retired after ten years of service or entered administration and have had meritorious service.
Nominees must be recommended by no less that two people from the Professional Division with approval from the Board of Advisors, Florida DECA.  No individual shall be eligible to receive the Florida DECA Hall of Fame award but one.
